The minimum required Clear Space is defined by the  
measurement ‘X’ (equal to the height of the lowercase  
letters, known as the ‘x-height’. The width is equal  
to the height.)

The designation between 185C red and 485U red depends 
on the intended material that is going to be printed on. 
185C for coated stock and 485U for uncoated stock.
