Comments of NASSTRAC and H&PCLC

Dear Administrator Ferro:

This letter is being filed in conjunction with the FMCSA’s Listening Sessions by
NASSTRAC, Inc. (“NASSTRAC”) and The Health & Personal Care Logistics Confer-
ence, Inc. (“H&PCLC”) (collectively, the “Shipper Conferences™). The Shipper Confer-
ences have participated in FMCSA’s HOS proceedings for many years on behalf of their
member companies, most of which make extensive use of truck transportation in their
supply chains.

The Shipper Conferences were intervenors in support of FMCSA in the appellate
proceedings that were dismissed recently to permit further consideration of the HOS
rules, and the Conferences plan to file more formal comments when FMCSA issues its
NPRM in this proceeding later this year.

The Listening Sessions appear designed to help FMCSA decide what changes, if
any, to consider proposing in the current HOS rules, which have been in effect since
2003. The overwhelming majority of commenters from the trucking industry, including
motor carriers, carrier organizations and drivers, appear to support the current HOS rules.
At the other extreme are Public Citizen and its allies, which have fought for many years
for reductions in drivers’ duty hours and more off-duty time between work weeks.
